The passé composé and the imparfait  cuapre 7

In English The simple past is used to describe actions or states that began, ended, or
were going on in the past, for a sequence of events, or for reactions.

I saw that movie and I liked it. (end of action, reaction)
I got up, ate breakfast, and went to school. (sequence of events)
Back then things cost less, so we were happier. (ongoing states)

To describe actions that were ongoing at a certain time, you can use the past
progressive. The simple past can then be used to interrupt the ongoing action. To
say what you did habitually in the past, you can use the formula: used to + infinitive

At 7 P.M., I was studying. (ongoing action)
We were jogging when it suddenly hailed. (ongoing action, interruption)
I used to watch cartoons every Saturday. (habitual action)

In English You’ve learned that a direct object is a person or thing that receives the
action of the verb. In the following sentence, the fent is the direct object because it
answers the question, what have we pitched?

We have just pitched the tent.

In English, having a direct object doesn’t affect the verb. In the present perfect, for
instance, the helping verb is always a form of to have and the past participle stays
the same, whether there is a direct object or not.

Pete has left the house.
Pete has left and won’t come back.

In French Some verbs like sortir, passer, monter, and descendre are usually
conjugated with étre in the passé composé. When this is the case, the past participle
agrees with the subject.

Elle est sortie de la maison. Ensuite, ils sont montés dans la voiture.

However, when these verbs have a direct object, they use avoir as the helping verb in
the passé composé. When the helping verb is a form of avoir, the past participle
does not agree with the direct object unless the direct object comes before the verb.

—Flle a sorti la tente de son sac?

—Oui, elle I’a sortie.

—Flles ont sorti les lanternes de la voiture?
—OQui, elles les ont sorties.

In English The future tense is used to talk about actions or events that are yet to take
place. The future tense is formed by placing the helping word will before the base
form of the verb.

My children will drive electric cars.
The people of the future will only use solar energy.

To make a sentence in the future tense negative, you add not after will. Will not can
combine to form the contraction won'’t.

She will not forget what happened.
She won’t forget what happened.

In French As in English, the future tense is used to talk about what will happen in
the future. The future tense is usually formed by adding the following endings to an
infinitive: -ai, -as, -a, -ons, -ez, -ont. In the case of -re verbs, the final -e is dropped
before adding the future tense endings.

je parlerai finirai vendrai
tu parleras finiras vendras
il/elle/on parlera finira vendra
nous parlerons finirons vendrons
vous parlerez finirez vendrez
ils/elles parleront finiront vendront

catch/caught, find/found, sit/sat. Since the future tense is formed by adding will

before the base form of the verb, there are no irregular verbs in the future tense.
